Memory Quilts & Fabrics 



In 1843, this quilt was made as an act of mourning to help the 

survivors cope with the loss of a loved one. Today, such quilts 

are more memorials to the deceased than objects of 

mourning. 

 

Mourning Quilt of Elizabeth Roseberry Mitchell, Kentucky, 

1843. Elizabeth Roseberry Mitchell's two young sons, John and Mathias, died 

separately, but were buried in the same distant Ohio grave yard. On the Kentucky 

side of the Ohio River, Elizabeth began sewing a quilted cloth top in 1836 with 

two walnut-dyed cloth coffins for each of her two boys.  Elizabeth was dissatisfied

there would not be room for everyone. In 1843, she started another quilt ς the 

one pictured here -- using the ǉǳƛƭǘ ǘƻǇ ŀǎ ŀ άǇǊŀŎǘƛŎŜ ǇƛŜŎe.έ The coffins on the 

border as well as in the center burial yard, offered room for her entire family. The 

quilt would not only be a mourning piece but, at a time when there were no 

photographs, it was also Elizabeth's representation of the actual graveyard in 

Ohio. She wanted to make sure her family would not forget the location of the 

graves of their two sons after they had moved to Kentucky. In contrast ******

Butter Sugar Peas 

                  4 cups fresh sugar peas                     1 teaspoon salt 

                  ½ cup water                                         ½ teaspoon of sugar 

2 tablespoons of butter 

In saucepan combine peapods, water, salt and sugar. Cover & bring to a 

boil for 2 minutes; drain well. Melt butter over medium heat, stirring till 

the butter is light golden brown. Add the butter to the peapods and 

toss.
